Document - must have a name and address on
•	 Electoral Roll compiled by the Australian Electoral Commission and available for public scrutiny
•	 Records of public utility - phone, water, gas, electricity bill
•	 Records of a financial institution
•	 A record held under a law other than a law relating to land titles

Document - must have a name and address on
•	 Rent/Lease agreement
•	 Rent receipt from a licensed real estate agent

25 points

Document - must have a name and date of birth on
•	 Record of a primary, secondary or tertiary educational institution attended by you within the last 10 years
•	 Record of professional or trade assocation of which you are a member
